This chart shows how we spend our money. 

About 68% goes to social functions, 9% to mortuary, 9% to 

printing/supplies, 4% each to rent and insurance and 6% to other 

administrative expenses. 

Several years ago, a group of members spearheaded by Luciano Lamberti formed a "Save the Modenese" committee.  As the club 

was nearing its 100 year anniversary, we thought that it was imperative to put into place several measures that would help the club 

continue for another 100 years.  While a key initiative was the introduction of women to the club, membership also voted to discon-

tinue the payment of sick benefits and increase the death benefit from $500 to $750 for members with over 25 years of service.  Un-

derlying all of these changes was an initiative of fiscal responsibility.  We recognized that if the club was to prosper for many more 
years, we needed to ensure its financial well being.  To that end, we made minor increases to the dues for the first time in over 25 

years.  The elimination of sick benefits and the increase in membership have increased our fund balance.  We also continue to keep 

tight control on expenses.
